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Ci svata valka? Krest’ané a boj za mir.

Letosni setkani Spolku pratel Evangelické teologické fakulty (ETF) Karlovy univerzity (déle
jen Spolek) bylo vénovano otazce ,,Ci svata valka? Kiestané a boj za mir.“ Byla to vlastné jen
mald skupina tcastnikd, ktefi se sesli ve dnech 7. - 9. listopadu, aby se zamysleli nad znacné
kontroverznim tématem, tykajicim se kiest'anského postoje k valce.

Do této slozité tematiky byli ucastnici setkani uvedeni dokumentarnim filmem nizozemské
produkce z roku 2000, nazvaném ,,Biih leti se mnou‘ autorky Karin Jungersové, o americkych
bombardovacich pilotech nasazenych ve vélce proti Srbsku. V priibéhu sobotniho dopoledne
zaznély referaty zabyvajici se postojem k vélce v riiznych protestantskych tradicich. Po
uvodnim zamysleni teologa, historika a pfedsedy Spolku Dr. Daniela Nevala vystoupil Dr.
Volker Stiimke, docent socialnich véd na Fiihrungsakademie der Bundesweh v Hamburku,
ktery se ve své piredndsce zabyval vojenskym myslenim Martina Luthera. Na né&j navazal Dr.
Jindfich Halama, docent etiky na ETF, jenz nastinil postoje ¢eskych bratfi, a to od naprostého
odmitani nasili az po podminec¢né obhajovani obranné valky. Zwingliho obhajoba
ozbrojeného boje urceného k prosazovani trvalého miru na ptikladu kapellského miru z r.
1529 byla tématem referatu teologa Dr. Oliviera Banguertera, ktery se v§ak osobn¢ nemohl
setkani Spolku zagastnit kvili pracovnim povinnostem pro Cerveny kiiz v Africe. Po
referatech zaznéla diskuse soustfedéna na aktualnost reforméatorskych postoji.

Zatimco dopoledni program probihal v prostorach ETF, v odpolednich hodinach se G¢astnici
na pozvani prazského Vojenského historického muzea shromazdili v jeho prostorach, kde v
ramci dvou workshopti probéhly diskuse zamétené na soucasnou roli vojenskych kaplani v
Ceské, Svycarské a némecké armade. Zasvéceny vyklad k tématu podali plk. Dr. Hans Rudolf
Furer, docent vojenskych dé€jin na curySské univerzité a ppl.Tomas Holub, hlavni vojensky
kaplan v Armadé Ceské republiky. Po skonéeni workshopt provedl feditel muzea ppl. Ales
Knizek ucastniky setkani stdlou expozici muzea a doCasné instalovanou vystavou vénovanou
atentanu na SS-Obergruppenfiihrera Reinharda Heydricha v ¢ervnu 1942.

V zavéru dne byl uspotadan slavnostni vecer. Soucasné probihala pro nevelkou skupinu
z4jemcu predndska Dr. Martina Albrechta o roli Sestého tankového pluku Wehrmachtu pii
némeckém vstupu do Prahy 15. bfezna 1939. V ned¢li rano pak ucastnici setkani spolecné
navstivili bohosluzby némeckého evangelického sboru a pted polednem se sesli, jako uz
tradi¢né, na zavérecném obéd¢ U Frantiskant.

Pristi setkani Spolku se koné ve dnech 26. - 28. listopadu 2004. Téma neni dosud stanoveno.

Whose Holy War? Christians and the fight for peace.

This year’s meeting of the Association of Friends of the Evangelical Protestant Faculty (EPF)
of the Charles University (hereinafter only Association) took place from 7th to 9th November.
It was focused on the question:*“Whose holy war? Christians and the fight for peace.* It was
actually only a small group of participants who met to reflect and discuss rather a
controversial theme concerning Christian attitudes to war.

It was a Dutch documentary film “God is my co-pilot* of 2000 (author Karin Jungers) about
the mission of US-pilots in the war against Serbia, which introduced the participants into that
complex theme. Saturday morning session was filled with the presentations dealing with
positions that had been taken up on the war in different protestant traditions. After the
introductory reflexion by the theologian, historian and President of the Association, Dr.
Daniel Neval, it was Dr. Volker Stiimke, associate professor of the evangelical social ethics at
the Fiihrungsakademie der Bundeswehr in Hamburg, who took the floor. His presentation was
centered on Martin Luther’s thoughts on war. He was followed by Dr. Jindfich Halama,
associate professor of ethics at the EPF. He outlined the positions of Czech brethren to war,
from the total refusal of violence up to the conditional approval of a defensive war. Zwingli’s
defence of an armed fight used for the promotion of the lasting peace, on the example of the
fight of Kapell of the year 1529, was the theme of the paper by Dr. Olivier Banguert, who,
however, could not take part in the meeting in person, due to his obligations for the Red Cross
in Africa.The discussion at the end of the morning session turned about the relevance of
reformers positions in present context.

While the morning program was located in the ETF, in the afternoon the participants were
guests of Prague’s Military Historical Museum, where in two workshops they discussed the
present role of chaplains in the Czech, the Swiss and the German armies.The core of the
workshops were the reports by Col. Dr. Hans Rudolf Furer, associate professor of military
history at the Zurych University, and Lieut.Col. Tomas Holub, the chief chaplain in the Army
of the Czech Republic. In the end, Col. Ale§ KniZek, the Museum's director showed the
participants round the permanent exhibition, and particularly a special exhibition devoted to
the assassination of the SS-Obergruppenfiihrer Reinhard Heydrich in June 1942.

A soirée was held at the ETF as the last event of Saturday, though in the course of the
evening Dr. Martin Albrecht lectured for those who were interested. The theme of his lecture,
which was listened to by really a small circle of participants, was the Role of the SixthTank
Regiment of Wehrmacht at the German Entry in Prague on 15th March 1939. On Sunday
morning the participants took part in the worship of the German Evangelical Congregation
and at noon, traditionally, they had a good-bye lunch At the Franciscans.

The next meeting of the Association is held from 26. - 28. November, 2004. The theme has
not yet been chosen. However, what we already know is, that it is necessary that the members
of the Association should exchange their experience.
